4 - Known Issues and Limitations

4.1 - AgentFS

¢ AgentFS does not support scanning against nested DFS targets, in which a DFS target
references another DFS link or target path.

4.2 - Agent365

¢ In some cases Agent365 may fail to collect all CSOM-based SharePoint permissions
for long running drive scans.

Standard permissions and sharing links collected via Microsoft GraphAPI will always
be collected regardless of scan time.

To provide a more intentional approach to platform support that coincides with the
requirements of its customer base and Open Enterprise Server (OES) releases, OpenText
directs File Reporter support for OES and eDirectory to a dedicated product offering set and
release schedule.

To that end, the File Reporter 3.x product line will continue to support OES installations and
evolve with forthcoming releases and later versions.

The File Reporter 24.x product line focuses exclusively on Microsoft ecosystem
environments, including Active Directory, Windows, and NTFSfile systems, as well as
Microsoft 365 environments.
