You can install Micro Focus License Manager from the Pr er equi si t es folder. You
can install Windows Installer and .NET Framework either from the Pr er equi si t es
folder or download them from the Microsoft Web site.

To ensure proper installation on Windows 2008 Server, install these pre-requisites
manually. After installing .NET Framework, restart the machine before installing
Rumba.

The Rumba installer uses Microsoft Installer (MSI) 3.1 or later. For installation to complete successfully,
ensure you have this version of MSI on your computer. A complete set of installation instructions and
procedures is provided in the System Administrator Guide.

The following applications are also provided for installation if required:

TP Director: This application should be installed where Rumba is deployed on
Windows Terminal Server or Citrix. If TP Director is not installed, the system might
not be able to route incoming conversation requests to the correct user's desktop.

« Script Engine: This is a separate application provided alongside Rumba to create
and modify Rumba scripts. With Rumba scripts, you can automatically reconfigure
the user interface, perform random access file operations, automate tasks, modify
functionality, and handle incoming events.

¢ Micro Focus Rumba 8.3 Developers Edition Visual Studio Add-in: Integrates
RDE .NET capabilities into Microsoft Visual Studio using templates, IntelliSense,
code snippets, samples, and full documentation of the RDE .NET API.

You can upgrade to Rumba 8.3 from all 7.x versions of Rumba and Rumba 8.0.

Note: The Rumba AS/400 Shared Folders feature is no longer supported. It is
recommended that you use the built-in IBM feature, IBM NetServer, instead. If
you are upgrading from a previous version of Rumba, your shared folders are
removed.

Data is migrated automatically if:

e The version of Rumba being upgraded was installed using the default location for
data folders.

« The default location for data folders is also used during the upgrade.

dialog box. Choose Change > Repair from the Application Maintenance dialog box.

Rumba 8.3 contains FIPS 140-2 compliant Security Services, and supporting Internet
Protocol version 6 (IPv6)-formatted IP addresses for hosts.

On Windows 2008 Server, install the Rumba pre-requisites manually. After

installing .NET Framework, restart the machine before installing Rumba. If the
machine is not restarted before running Rumba, a problem might occur with Rumba's
default fonts.

To ensure a proper silent installation, the administrator must change security settings.
For more information, contact Micro Focus support at http://
supportline.microfocus.com.

» Installing or uninstalling Rumba 8.3 on a Terminal Server must take place from the
console and not from a terminal client.

» Terminal Services should be switched off when installing Rumba on Windows 2003
with Windows Terminal Services (WTS) and using a value other than the default for
the Pri vat eDi r environment variable. This is due to a WTS limitation in Windows
2003. If Terminal Services is not turned off, Pri vat eDi r does not get interpreted
and the registry entry is invalid. As a workaround, you can set the Pri vateDi r
registry key manually. However, after installation, you should verify that the value in
the registry key is correct.

To support spell checking in languages other than English on Windows XP, install the
appropriate Microsoft .NET Framework 3.5 SP1 Language Pack. This is available at
http://www.microsoft.com/download/en/details.aspx?displaylang=en&id=21891.

To avoid poor context menu performance, we recommend that you:

1. Open Windows Control Panel.
2. Choose System > Advanced System Settings.

3. Choose Settings in the Performance frame, then uncheck Fade or slide menus
into view.

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Licensing

Licensing

To manage licenses, Rumba uses the Micro Focus License Manager.

When you install Rumba, the Sentinel RMS license server is also installed to manage your license.

Depending on how your site manages licenses, Rumba can also request licenses from a central license
server.

The Sentinel RMS license management system supplied with Rumba does not acknowledge or manage
licenses installed with previous Rumba versions.

Uninstalling Rumba revokes the license that you have activated for that product, but does not uninstall the
license server.

To produce a dump file you use the Unexpected Error dialog box that is displayed when a protection
violation occurs. Unless requested by SupportLine, leave the dump setting as Nor mal (recommended),
click Dump, then specify a location and name for the dump file. Once the dump file has been written you
can email it to SupportLine.

Alternatively, you might be asked to provide a log file created by the Consolidated Tracing Facility (CTF) -
a tracing infrastructure that enables you to quickly and easily produce diagnostic information detailing the
operation of a number of Micro Focus software components.
